Suggested ideas for
Outreach and Preparation:

e WYD SYD Prayer Campaign. The WYD SYD website
contains weekly prayers of the faithful and monthly
words of inspiration and prayer foci. (Listed under
Australian Parishes and Schools on the WYD SYD
website.)

o Pray for WYD before youth group meetings/ask
local prayer groups to pray for WYD in your parish/
school/deanery.
